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             Observations from the Food Pantry 

 

 This past Friday I had the opportunity to go and work at Shepherd Staff 

Food Pantry for a few hours. As I pulled onto Sanders Street I was met with the 

challenge of where to park; there were cars parked everywhere and my heart ached 

at the length of the line already extending well beyond the front doors. As I went 

inside I was encouraged to see so many of our church family giving their time and 

energy to help on this chilly Friday. I quickly found out that my job was to follow 

people to their cars and to bring their carts back to the pantry so that we could con-

tinue to work through the line of people waiting to receive food. 

 When you donate money or bring food to the church to be taken to the food 

pantry, you donôt often think about the particular people it will help. As I followed 

one gentleman out of the food pantry I asked him if I could help him unload and 

take his cart for him. ñThat would be a big help,ò he said. Then he told me that his 

house was just down the street from the food pantry and that was where he had to 

unload. So we walked down the street to his house, carried the cart over some 

mud, and we unloaded his groceries on his front porch. While walking to his house 

I expected to hear about how bad things were and how he couldnôt afford anything, 

instead he couldnôt stop talking about how much of a blessing this was to receive 

food from the food pantry. As I left with the cart, the man standing on his front 

porch said, ñGod bless you.ò It is powerful to put a face to the need that is so evi-

dent in our community but more than that it was a blessing to take time out of my 

life to meet Christ again for the first time. ñTruly I tell you, just as you did it to one 

of the least of these who are members of my family, you did it to me.ò (The words 

of Jesus found in Matthew 25:40)
