Chacraseca, Nicaragua 

 

 As I sit in my hotel room in Tulsa, OK I canôt help but think that my hotel room is bigger than 

most house that I saw this past week. In many ways it is hard to be back in the United States. Donôt get 

me wrong it is nice to be back, I missed talking to my family, taking warm showers, and washing clothes. 

What is hard is now realizing the many things in my life that I not only take for granted but also complain 

about. 

 The people of Chacraseca are so hospitable, many times giving us as their guest the best chair or 

more food. It was uncomfortable at times but their hospitality is all they had to offer and to reject it would 

be rude. The people of the community were very interested in why we were there and loved having us in 

their country and always wanted to know what we thought of Nicaragua. Another thing that fascinated 

me about the people was their theology. Almost everyone we talked to when we asked what was the most 

challenging thing about living in Chacraseca (an area that is 50,000 square miles big) they would not give 

the answer we as Americans were expecting. They would say, God provides and will continue to provide 

for our needs, or we are blessed. There theology of God led to a simple life that did not expect even the 

basics of life but rather survival. This way of thinking really challenged me while I was in Nicaragua. It 

has helped me to look at what ñneedsò really are and how to define words like poverty, charity, solidarity 

and what it means to be poor. 

 There is so much that I am thinking about right now and I am sure I will be processing this ex-

perience for a very long time. My time with the people, at the clinic, watching a family get running water 

for the first time, and hearing their stories has impacted me deeply and has helped me to see my life and 

the world around me in a more meaningful way. I look forward to sharing more of this experience with 

you when I return from school.
