I was reading an article recently from the magazine ñNet Resultsò. This magazine 

specializes in issues related to todayôs church. This particular issue discussed the 

topic of marketing and how it relates to our churches. In an article entitled The 

Holy Grail of Marketing by Bill Easum the following statistics were given. 

 

ñIn the 1950s an episode of I love Lucy drew 70 percent of the available au-

dience. Today, Desperate Housewives draws less than a third of Lucyôs        

ratings.ò 

ñIn 1960 an advertiser could reach 80 percent of the U.S. women by airing 

an evening ad simultaneously on the three major networks. Today it would  

take over one-hundred TV channels to reach the same audience.ò 

ñIn 1993 there were 130 websites; today there are tens of millions.ò   

 

Bill uses the rest of his article to talk about WOM or Word-of-Mouth. It used to be 

that this was the only way that people found about anything. Then WOM was re-

placed by fancy marketing, mass mailings, and items that people would have their 

logo printed onto. Donôt get me wrong, these are still valid and worthy tools for 

getting oneôs word out. But the point that this article makes is that we as a society 

are going back to WOM as a way to communicate. With the internet, Twitter,  

Facebook, YouTube, blogs and websites people are more able to not only share 

their opinion electronically they are also willing to read the opinion of others elec-

tronically. WOM used to be just two people talking about an issue, place of busi-

ness or a church; but today WOM also involves the virtual world of the internet 

where people form networks with individuals locally and globally. 

 

Bill ends his article with this quote, ñWOM can end up going two ways. If people 

leave your church excited and fulfilled, they are likely to tell three people. How-

ever, if they leave bored and unfulfilled, they are likely to tell seven people.ò 

When it comes to spreading the word about our church in todayôs world, WOM is 

the way to go and it doesnôt cost a lot, just time and a congregation of excited 

members. As a church we do have something to offer and I hope you will talk 

some time to tell others about your church.

Thank you all for your responses to the request for ideas for the Outreach Ministry to undertake.  As always, our con-

gregation approached the request enthusiastically and submitted some great ideas.  We would like to spend the next 

few months addressing some of these while finding ways to implement the suggestions. 

 

1.  Reach out to the community.  We've been looking at various ideas in our monthly meetings, so while we're coming 

up with innovative ideas, here's what we've done so far as a congregation. 

 

- We financially support Hope Haven, the local home for women and children in crisis, Life Choice Center, the local 

crisis pregnancy organization, and Ministerial Alliance, which helps people in need not only through the thrift store 

and food pantry, but providing motel rooms and gas/food money 

for immediate needs.   Our dollars help these organizations to help the 

community.  Many of our members are also serving on the boards for these organizations, as well as specific projects 

and fund raising. 

- Many work with the school's Food For Thought program, cleaning and filling backpacks on a monthly basis.  This 

program sends microwavable and easy-to-eat food home with children each weekend who otherwise might not get 

enough to eat. 

- Don Smither organized Helping Hands, which allows church members (and others in need) to get assistance on an as

-needed basis.  This program can help with household projects, transportation, and other needs. 

- On an individual basis, many of our members provide transportation and much-needed company to people who 

would otherwise be home bound.  They do this routinely without recognition, although it is very much appreciated 

and enhances the quality of life for many. 

- Our congregation adopts local families at Christmas to ensure that they have food and gifts to make the holiday spe-

cial.  Several thousand dollars are spent each Christmas for this program.  The time spent shopping, wrapping, and 

delivering is also a part of the gifts we give at this time. 

- We provide clothing and household items to local fire departments for disaster relief.  When homes are destroyed by 

fire, the local fire department personnel help them get established more quickly for the immediate need. 

- We allow members of the community to use our church for exercise programs, scouts, counseling, and voting.  This 

gives others in the community visibility to our Christian atmosphere. 

- We fund the Pastor's Discretionary Fund, which Adam uses to assist families who have immediate needs.  Many 

times this provides the only shelter and food they have for a night. 

- Colby Covey has provided a great outreach service with his car care clinics, assisting people with car projects and 

advice that would be costly at a repair shop. 

- We have eco fairs and offer recycling, home energy efficiency, and ecological suggestions, thanks to our Green 

Team. 

 

For the future, we have applied to be partners with Harvesters to host the Food For Thought program at our church.  

We are also developing family disaster response information to distribute in the future to help families prepare for 

emergencies. 

 

Wow - for the size of our congregation, we do amazing things locally.  This list was an eye-opener for Outreach to 

develop, and we're sure that there are many things missed.  We are still looking for more ways to spread our ministry 

through the community and welcome suggestions.  This is an on-going and growing area for us to work on.
